Short Reads Length

● Amazon categorizes books as Short Reads based on their estimated page 

count. While there isn't an exact page count threshold publicly disclosed by 

Amazon, Short Reads typically fall under 100 pages. 

● Amazon calculates the page count for Kindle books using their own formula, 

which is approximately 250-300 words per page. This means that a Short 

Read would generally be around 25,000 words or less.



Amazon’s Short Reads Categories
The Short Reads category is automatically assigned by Amazon's algorithm, and authors 

don't need to manually select it.

Short Reads are typically broken down into subcategories based on reading time, such as:

1. 45-minute reads

2. 1-hour reads

To get your book listed in a Short Read category:

1. Ensure your book meets the length criteria for Short Reads.

2. Publish your book on Amazon KDP as usual.

3. Amazon's system will automatically categorize it as a Short Read if it qualifies.

It's important to note that authors cannot directly choose to be listed in the Short Reads 

category through the KDP dashboard.. The categorization is handled entirely by Amazon's 

backend systems based on the book's length.
